Graphics Gallery is the first firm in the
US. and Canada to offer the modular line of furniture which was developed in France. The printable
fumniture makes it ideal for trade shows, especially since graphics can be updated as needed.

Michael Elrod and Steve Samuel founded the business in 1987 and expanded it in 1998 into
what has become a 12.000-square-foot facility on Nuckols Road. “We've built our reputation around the
need for high-quality work delivered on a fast-turnaround basis,” Elrod says. “Whether you have a
unique, single project or need 100 large-format graphics for a one-time event, Graphics Gallery has the
printing process to get it done,” adds Samuel.

The technological and artistic wizardry at Graphics Gallery is something to behold. On any given
day, you'l see work in progress for museums, such as the National Archives, for corporate environments,

such as a massive panorama for Ukrops new corporate headquarters, for trade shows, and for point-
of-purchase displays and retail signage.

Want to print a photograph on the uneven surface of a six-panel door? Graphics Gallery will
show you how they did it. They also can show you how to make a magnetic sign stick to a plaster wall
and how ceiling tiles can be printed in dazzling full-color.

Equipment and capabilities are impressive. Elrod and Samuel are proudest of the 50-inch
Lambda digital laser printer, the only one like it in the area. It has a proven track record of producing
superior color saturation and photographic-quality images up to continuous tone resolution. This
makes it ideal for museum graphics as well as for backlit signs, dioramas, wall murals, trade show back-
drops, etc. It uses a “wet process” similar to that used in conventional film processing, and the Lambda

can print on a wide range of stocks, induding
paper, flexible materials and film.

An 80-inch VUTEK PressVu digital inkjet
flatbed printer with UV curind prints rigid and
flexible materials up to 175 inches thick, such
as Plexiglas, Foamcore, corrugated box mate-
rial, wallpaper, wood and coated paperboard.
Other inkjet printers (60- and 72-inch) handle
up to six colors on roll-fed stock.

Digital cutters and routers are controlled
by computer and can cut, score, or rout mate-
rial to 15 inches thick and 58 inches wide. Intri-
cate shapes can be cut without making a
traditional die-cutting plate, which is impor-
tant if you need just one die-cut corrugated
box, as did one customer. Routing of logos,
letters, or images on material such as acrylic
can create an “etching” effect.

Graphic Gallery is @ member of GIGA,
the prestigious Global Imaging and Graphics
Association. Membership is by invitation.
There are members located around the world,
but Graphics Gallery is one of only three in
North America. It was at a recent GIGA
meeting in Italy that Elrod leamed about
“SitOnlt” fumniture.
